Joint Design-Joints receiving SL/45 should be designed and prepared according to industry standards.
Regard VersaFlex Technical Manual for typical illustrations. In order to achieve optimum sealant
movement characteristics, sealant depth should be 2 sealant width, but in no case greater than 1 inch in
any joint configuration.
