The clarifier drive system rides on the top of the
outer launder ring wall. Norampac had problems kegep
the riding surface smooth, 2000 pound point loadvag
breaking up the concrete surface, impairing thetion of
the clarifier rakes. The rake arm drive assemblplres
around the tank twenty times a day, every dayp070
revolutions a year. The concrete had spalled aacked,
causing serious deterioration to the riding surfauce the
wall.

Patching Repair in Basin

Over the years epoxy grouts and other toppings had
been applied to correct the problem. Thermal expans
point loading, and shear stresses had caused dspiitace
coatings to break up just as the original condnetd
Continued failure had occurred on a short timeescal
VersaFlex approached the owner with a proposal to Launder Wall Coated with Roller Active
rehabilitate the launder wall. Norampac wantedcaefier
basin repaired in several areas at the same timddC
polyurea be used there as well? Yes!

Restoral Systems performed the launder wall and
the interior tank repairs. FSS 45DC polyurea spvag
applied to the launder wall at 110 mils for thenglsurface.
After patching the tank basin in several areas #93C
was applied over the patches to act as a barrferttzer
deterioration. It was keyed into the basin flodneTank
was refilled the same day.

The quick turn around time of polyurea
installations was the key to satisfying the owneegds.
