Weyerhaeuser, Dryden, Ontario Plant 
 
The old Avenor plant, one of the largest pulp 

and paper facilities in the region, had scheduled this 
sodium chlorate holding tank for demolition and 
replacement. VersaFlex approached the Owner with a 
proposal to rehabilitate the interior of the tank.  

Structural repairs were suggested for the tile 
areas, followed by a complete lining that would be able 
to contain the liquid. The contemplated saving was in 
the hundreds of thousands of dollars.   

Engineers at the plant had previously tested 
the FSS 45DC material for compatibility with a wide 
range of stored liquids. They had assured themselves of 
the general utility of Polyurea. The savings was too 
great to be passed over, especially if several more years 
of tank life could be realized.   

Restoral Systems performed the interior 
repairs, blasted the tank, both steel and tile, and 
installed the FSS 45DC polyurea spray liner.  

This type of tank is prevalent in the pulp and 
paper industry.  Tanks with structural integrity intact 
can have extended operating life by use of non-
structural polyurea liners, as was done in the Dryden 
tank. 

Structural liners, containing fiberglass 
reinforcement and capable of supporting the liquid 

head, may be installed to rehabilitate tanks with serious 
structural deficiencies.
